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Objective:  You are going to create a dinner menu that will help you understand the Columbian Exchange.  Your menu should consist of 12 meals.
· Old World Meal:  Create a meal made up of ingredients that you could only have had in the Old World.  Be sure to include a meat, vegetable, starch (grain, potato, rice, noodle), drink, and dessert.
· New World Meal:  Create a meal made up of ingredients that you could only have had in the New World.  Be sure to include a meat, vegetable, starch (grain, potato, rice, noodle), drink, and dessert.

· Columbian Exchange Meal:  Create a meal made up of ingredients that you could only have had after the Columbian Exchange took place and the ingredients from the Old and New Worlds were combined.
· Your menu should also have a name for your restaurant, and be decorated like a menu you’d see if you went out for dinner.
